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This workshop is set against a backdrop of unprecedented levels of interest in “regional” issues in contemporary Australia.  Is the “bush” at the crossroads and, if so, what are the preferred destinations and how might we increase our chances of getting there?  This workshop will involve participants in sharing their experience, information and judgements across three key areas.





Understanding the forces and dimensions of change in rural/regional communities — the shifting ground.


Examining the current policies and practices of rural/regional communities, business and Government — the outcomes for human services delivery.


Developing a positive social policy agenda for managing community change — securing a “preferred” future.





A short workbook supplemented by recent video excerpts will be used to stimulate discussions.
