The recommendations are in Part 1 Chapter 12, with a number of relevance to NPF NGOs.

The following quote about NFP’s confirms what many already knew:
“This system of tax concessions is unnecessarily complex. At a federal and state
level, the concessions are set out in at least 40 separate pieces of legislation,
administered by 19 separate agencies (National Roundtable of Nonprofit
Organisations 2007). This imposes significant compliance costs ... exacerbated by
their outdated application ... does not fully reflect current community views about
the merit and social worth of different activities, or respond flexibly to special
circumstances (such as natural disasters).”

On April 14 the Productivity Commission began its inquiry into a National Disability Long
Term Care and Support Scheme. This scheme should provide no-fault insurance for anyone
who has, or acquires, a significant disability.

The Issues Paper was released 17 May 2010 and initial submissions are due by the end of
June 2010.
